Mental Aerobics

caps and shawls from our sister All Saints’ Church located in 
one of the coldest areas of our country which has been 
devastated by floods. The request was forwarded to SAM.

Hi, Joy, 
 
Thanks so much for your offer of knitted items.  The caps would go to 
elementary schools where most of the students are from the most-affected 
part of the city.  Kids in Minot go out for recess even when it is very cold 
and snowy, and are expected to come to school in parkas, snow pants, 
boots, hats, mittens, and scarves ready to "get the wiggles out" on the 
playground while being appropriately dressed.   The floods left the homes 
of about a quarter of the population totally devastated.  Water filled their 
homes, often to the top of the windows on the first floor.  People had time to 
get as much out of their houses as they could, but a lot of things necessarily 
were left behind. Some homes were under water for almost a month, and 
there was a lot of toxic stuff in the flood water, which means that whatever 
was left inside homes at the time of the evacuation was a total loss.  In June, 
that often meant the winter clothes stored in the basement.  Kids in cold 
climates are notorious for losing hats, scarves, and mittens.  The prayer 
shawls go to people receiving care and counseling for the stress and trauma 
that continue, as people deal with endless paper work from insurance 
companies, the SBA, FEMA, and local assistance agencies; and as they deal 
with the frustration of waiting to see if their home is in an area that might 
become green space or be in the path of newly planned levees and thus 
would be bought out and demolished-- or whether it's safe to sink money 
into rebuilding.  (continued on next page)

Waits for FEMA trailers are also long.  And the housing situation is exacerbated by the oil exploration boom in North 
Dakota.  It's really the Wild West in some ways.  It's good for employment--unemployment almost doesn't exist here--but 
when McDonald's pays $12 per hour plus a signing bonus it doesn't really go as far as you would expect when a 2 bedroom 
apartment is now $1000 per month, if you can find one. 
 
That's probably more than you want to know, but I hope you know that what you send will be appreciated, and so much the 
better if the knitters pray as they knit!
